Slide 1 All Souls Day 
Use this slide as a focussing strategy to introduce the resource topic.          
Read the title together and invite children to share something they know 
about All Souls Day and how Catholics celebrate it.  
Create a class prayer focus to bring this feast into children’s minds: read Luke 
23:39-43 in class prayer this week, encourage children to focus their prayer on 

the holy souls, sing ‘Jesus remember me’, ask children to make a list at home of family whānau who have 
died and each day read out some names from it to bring to God during prayer.

Souls day, what it is and why we have it, and who the Holy Soul are.
